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Prescott College to host annual Bioneers Conference

Prescott College is hosting the annual Bioneers Conference for a third year via satellite. The conference, scheduled to begin Friday, Oct. 15, and run through the weekend, is an assemblage of practical solutions for restoring the Earth — and people. It is a collection of educational and economic development programs that deal with the conservation of biological and cultural diversity, traditional farming practices, and environmental restoration.
