Industrial rubber company building Payson facility

Some 50 employees will be attached to new office

The future home of the Payson branch of Ram Enterprise Inc., is under construction at the corner of Earhart Parkway and Bravo Taxiway in the Payson Industrial Park, just past the airport. The new facility will employ 50 to 60 people.

Ram Enterprise Inc., based in Elko, Nev., deals in industrial rubber products. The Payson facility will be involved in installing, repairing, servicing and maintaining heavy-duty conveyor belts. The belts are used in the mining industry to move ore and other heavy material from place to place. 

Large metal parts used in mining are protected by rubber coatings from the bumps and knocks of the ores, rocks and tailings. Ram also provides rubber-protective coatings to such metal parts, thus protecting the parts and enabling them to last longer.

Part of the repair function for the conveyor belts is to revulcanize them. This will also be done in Payson.

Tom Horn, the company vice president, explained why the company chose Payson for its new facility, which he hopes will be open by Feb. 1, 2008.

“Payson is a good location for us, geographically. We will be able to reach from Globe to the Four Corners area from Payson.”

The Payson shop will have responsibility for the mines and power plants in Northern Arizona and for the entire state of New Mexico.

About 20 people will be directly employed in the Payson shop. Another 30 or more people will be attached to the Payson office, but will actually reside closer to their customers. 

The outlying technicians will be in and out of the Payson shop, as needed, to get material or to bring items in to be worked on.
